☐ Title of manuscript, brief description, and importance to dermatologic literature
☐ Clarify any conflicts of interest
Manuscript/Submission file
☐ Submission must be written in proper United States English
☐ The manuscript or case must be unpublished, and not under consideration at another journal (or an explanation must be provided in ‘Comments to the Editor’ section)
☐ Select appropriate article type and download correct template from the Dermatology Online Journal website
☐ Populate manuscript into appropriate template; all sections must be completed
☐ Authors list should include degrees and affiliations. Example: Jane Doe1 MD,… 1Department of Dermatology, University of California, Davis Medical Center, Sacramento, CA, USA
☐ Provide full contact information for Corresponding Author(s); this author should provide a long-term contact email 
☐ Include Figure and Table legends after References in manuscript/submission file
☐ All tables and figures must be referenced in paper. Example: This was consistent with the diagnosis (Figure 1C)
☐ Generic drug names must be used
☐ Use appropriate units: weight measurements in metric units and temperature in centigrade. Include normal ranges
☐ Minimize abbreviations and do not begin a sentence with an abbreviation or a numeral
☐ Patient descriptions must not contain identifying information
☐ If the manuscript is in Spanish or Portuguese, English translations of Title, Abstract and Figure Legends are needed
☐ Complete the online Submission Form
☐ Upload submission file in Microsoft Word (.doc or .docx format)
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☐ Referenced citations within the article should appear in numerical order and be noted with square brackets followed by punctuation. Example: [2, 3, 6] or [1-3]. — An EndNote plugin is provided
☐ In the Reference section, list references by a simple number at the start of a line, followed by a tab mark. Follow examples on the DOJ submission site. Please list references in order of in-text citations.
Tables
☐ Include tables in a separate Word document, and label file with table name. e.g. Table 1
☐ Tables should be no larger than 150KB and limited to no more than 2 (two) pages
Figures
☐ Include Figures as separate JPG (preferable) or TIFF files (1-5MB) and label file with image name. e.g. Figure 1A
☐ Image files attached in sequential order. Composite photos should be uploaded as separate image files
☐ Case Reports, Case Presentations, and Photo Vignettes require both clinical and histologic images
☐ Photographs and histologic images should be good quality. Suggested resolution is 150 dpi, a minimum of 1024*768 pixels, and size 1-5MB
☐ Do NOT add any superimposed labels (e.g.  A, B, C,…) on image montages; these will be inserted at publication
☐ Reuse of published figures and tables must be accompanied by written publisher permission
Supporting information
☐ All listed authors must have read and approved submission of the manuscript
☐ Signed patient consent of photographs for publication must be obtained and is required prior to publication
☐ Statement of approval from Institutional Review Board, if appropriate
☐ A publication fee of US$150 for photo vignettes, commentaries, reviews, case presentations, and letters is required. A US $300 publication fee for case reports/series, and original articles. All fees are payable by credit card at: https://health.ucdavis.edu/dermatology/DOJ/index.html. Please note that if a receipt is not received within 7 days of article acceptance, your article publication could be delayed.
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
